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Purpose:  The purpose of this assignment is to develop the skills required to produce a focused CAPP system.

Objective:  The objective of this assignment is to create a CAPP system for a specific type of part or product.  The CAPP system that you develop will be a generative system.  You are to choose a part type or product that you feel you have an understanding of (Assignment #3) and then create the necessary input (code, CAD, etc.), planning logic and output to represent the process planning activities.

For your generative planning system, you are to create the decision table requirements necessary to plan you product.  These details should then be encoded into a reasonable software system that can be used to plan simple parts or products.  The key focus of the assignment is to research the decision making that you will encode into your software.

Methodology:  Experience in computer aided process planning will be gained by creating a CAPP system restricted to a small part or product domain.  A code, CAD file, feature list, etc. should provide the required detail to plan parts.  The specifics of the CAPP logic will then be developed by you (in groups of up to 3) and implemented on in a PC environment. Your system should be demonstrated for a set of parts (4‑6) of varying complexity and processing requirements.
