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IE497B  Project proposals – description and expectation
Every student in IE497B will submit a Final Project Proposal and related project paper.  The project topics can relate to any of the materials that are covered in class or if there is a special interest in a biomedical topic, it can be brought to Dr. Wysk’s attention.  The Project Proposal should be roughly one page to include an Abstract of what you expect to investigate and complete; the names of the group members (up to 3 people) and an approximate set of resources that you expect to use (especially if experimentation will be performed).

Each Final Project will be presented in class sometime during the last two weeks of the semester.  Each group will have approximately 25 minutes to present their work.  Presentations will be graded by other students as well as Dr. Wysk, and will count for 25% of the Final Report.  

A Technical Report will be submitted during the last week of the semester.  The report will include:

1. Title page

2. Abstract

3. Introduction

4. Literature review

5. Methodology (what did you do to extend what you found?; what did you design?; what did you test?)

6. Conclusions

7. References
